Nashua – July 8 - 9, 2017 

 

The 67th New Hampshire Open was held July 8-9, 2017 at the Nashua Courtyard Marriott. Like the 60th NHO in 2010, this was 

a special event where NHCA went "all in" to make the tournament truly memorable: a much larger prize fund than usual 

($5,467.00), fully guaranteed – at the most spectacularly beautiful playing site in NH, plus lots of extras like free coffee and 

refreshments for the players all weekend. The tournament drew 104 players in five sections, less than we had hoped for but 

still a good turnout. Hal Terrie, Bob Messenger and Paul Kolojeski directed for the NHCA.  

 

In the 19-player Open section, the top-ranked players at the start were GM Alexander Ivanov and IM David Vigorito, with seven 

players 2200 or higher. In the first round, most of the top players won, with two exceptions. Third-ranked FM Brad Bournival 

(2385) was nicked for a draw by NHCA President John Elmore (2078). Despite some adventures in time pressure, Elmore 

reached a drawn position with a pawn for the exchange and held solidly. The other upset was Suraj Ramanathan (2154), who 

lost to Abhinav Chinnambeti (1746) after a blunder in a wild time scramble. 

 

Before the second round even began, there was already another surprise. IM Denys Shmelov (2502) arrived and joined the 

tournament with a half-point bye for round 1. This resulted in a rude surprise for FM Bournival, who found himself paired with 

Shmelov instead of a lower player. Shmelov won the game and that was enough for Bournival, who withdrew. An even bigger 

surprise though was GM Ivanov's loss to NM David Carter (2251) of VT. In an even position, Ivanov lost on time before he could 

complete his 40th move. Carter followed up with another upset in round 3, downing IM Joe Fang (2368). Meanwhile, IM 

Vigorito was held to a draw by NM Michael Isakov (2264), also in round 3. 

 

Entering the final round, NM Carter stood alone at 3-0, followed by IM Vigorito and NM Isakov at 2.5 and five players at 2.0, 

headed by IM Shmelov. In a masterful display of endgame technique, Vigorito took out Carter to reach 3.5. Meanwhile, 

Shmelov downed Isakov, leaving Vigorito as the sole winner of the section. As the highest scoring NH resident, IM Joe Fang 

(who finished with 3.0) won the NH Champion title once again. I have lost count of the number of NH titles he has won but I 

think it's somewhere between 15 and 20. Congratulations, Joe! 

 

In the 18-player Under 2050 section, top-ranked Nowell Sheinwald (2017), prevailed with a 3.5 score. In the 22-player Under 

1850 section, the top-ranked player at the start was Joseph Bennett (1832), who had a big winning streak coming into this 

tournament. In May, he won the U1800 section at the Mass Open and followed this with a tie for first in the U1900 section of 

the Kopec Memorial. At the NHO, he jumped out to a 3-0 start and faced the only other player at 3-0 in the final round – 10-

year old Tianna Wang (1611). His streak came to an end when he played very badly, got in trouble and finally dropped a full 

rook. Full credit to young Tianna though, who played well to exploit Bennett's questionable opening play. 
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In the 16-player Under 1650 section, the top-ranked player once again finished first. Vittal Ranganath (1639) scored 4-0, 

winning by a full point over Mike Radford and Jeffrey Liu, who each finished with 3-1. Finally, in the 29-player Under 1450 

section, 4th ranked Thomas King (1305) finished clear first with a 4-0 score. A close second was NH's own Art Learnard (1400), 

who scored 3.5-0.5.  

 

One final note. The first annual Chevalier Memorial prize of $100 was scheduled to go to the top scoring NH resident under 

age 21 in the top section – but there were none! So, the decision was made to go to the next section (the Under 2050) to find 

a qualifying player. The prize went to Robert Sawdey, who is NH's High School Champion and represented us at the Denker 

Tournament of HS Champions, held at the US Open in Norfolk, VA.
